History:

Camp Hope, located on the property of Vancleave United Methodist Church, is one of our newer mission sites, constructed not only to meet the continued needs of this recovery but also to meet needs of future disasters in both Mississippi and the neighboring states.

Vancleave and Mount Pleasant United Methodist churches have been active in recovery since immediately after landfall of Hurricane Katrina. Many volunteers have been housed at Vancleave UMC in the Sunday school classrooms since the first team arrived on September 8, 2005. When you enter the sanctuary of this wonderful church, you will immediately notice banners from many states hanging from the ceiling. Each banner contains the names of mission groups that have come to Vancleave to give of their time and abilities, helping to heal hearts and homes on the Mississippi Gulf Coast.

Facilities:

The facility at Camp Hope is a new, large multipurpose building, containing dormitories with bunk beds, showers, restrooms, and a warehouse. Sleeping quarters are divided between men and women.  Whole group devotions, both morning and evening, are a vital part of your mission experience.

Meals will be prepared for teams by the host church.  If some or all of your team members would like to take part in the kitchen ministry, please check with the Mission Site prior to your trip.  The kitchen and Fellowship Hall of Vancleave UMC are used to provide breakfast and dinner throughout your stay and a place to gather for fellowship during the evening.
